Written request to speak under suspended rules by Christine Holford, 624 S. 20th, in reference to raccoons, opossums
and stray cats in the neighborhood and the need for an additional Animal Control Officer; Teresa Humes, 409 S. 12th,
reference to the expansion of the Madonna House and the current operation of their food pantry and Robert Zanger, 2515
Chatten Drive, on the water problem on Koetter’s Lane.



Rules Suspended

Ald. Farha moved the rules be suspended at this time to hear from the above individuals. Motion carried.

Christine Holford, 624 S. 20th, withdrew her request to speak.

Teresa Humes, 409 S. 12th, spoke in reference to the expansion of the Madonna House and the current operation of
their food pantry. Humes stated she was in the east end Historical District and was speaking on behalf of herself and her
neighbors. She stated they support the Madonna House and their original mission. They have moved from that now and
are running a commercial food pantry in R3 Zoned area. There are approximately 600 people coming to the food pantry
each month on Tuesdays and Thursdays. They have expanded 85% with the food pantry. There is concern for safety of
children; there is speeding in the alley and traffic flow is congested two times a week on food pantry days. Madonna House
has purchased property at 12th and Kentucky and wants to build a prevention center there. Humes stated they have met
with the Aldermen of the ward, the Mayor and the Madonna Board members and their Executive Director. Humes stated
she and the neighbors do not support the expansion or the food pantry and asked the Aldermen to consider their concerns
when this comes before them.

Robert Zanger, 2515 Chatten Drive, stated he represented his mother’s estate and the people with him. Their concern
is the water problem in the 18th Street corridor and Koetter’s Lane. They feel part of the problem is Frese Meadows. They
are within the mile and a half of the city and are trying to get either the city or county to help them. He stated that after the
seven inches of rain most of the houses around there looked like they had a lake in their yards. There are about 12 houses
that really have a problem after heavy rain. He then answered questions from the Aldermen.

Ald. Farha moved the rules be resumed. Motion carried.

The City Council adjourned at 7:50 p.m. on a motion of Ald. Havermale. Motion carried.
