License) Of Chapter 21 (Health Regulations) Of The Municipal Code Of The City Of Quincy Of 1980. Providing For The
Issuance Of Solid Waste Collection Licenses; Requiring License For Solid Waste Collections; Imposing License Fee For
Solid Waste Collection Activities; Awarding Licenses To Authorized Commercial Collectors; Providing For Severability;
Inclusion In The Code; Providing For Penalty; Providing For An Effective Date was tabled by Ald. Sassen for two weeks
to the December 29th City Council meeting.

Sassen moved to amend the ordinance showing changes to 21.601 (C) Licensee: The named individual, company,
corporation, limited liability company or business enterprise who obtains a License from the City pursuant to this
Ordinance; 21.603 (F) and (G): the fee from the number of vehicles to a fee per company with the city clerk issuing the
license and stating that applications will be accepted yearly for 6 weeks right after the beginning of the fiscal year; 21.613:
taking out the requirements for any type of vehicle stickers for proof of license, seconded by Ald. Brink. Motion carried.
